This is the
current theme running in the Club at the moment. The
children have been doing a variety of events including
making lamb patchwork quilts, arranging lovely spring flowers and
making a bird table.

With a variety of fun characters

from '‘One Way Street' ministries, the puppets are an exciting new

way of introducing sing-a-long bible choruses to the children. With their

spikey blue hair and colourful outfits, the puppets appear to hold the

children's attention as they sing and dance to the lively music. The excitement as they
appear is easily seen on the faces
of the toddlers, never mind the
parents! The puppets have
introduced the now famous 'l just
wanna be a sheep' song which has
definitely been a hit with parents
and children alike!
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What is Baby Signing?

‘Baby Signing’ is the term used when those who can hear use signs to

communicate with hearing babies. It builds on babies’ natural ability to

use gesture. Babies are able to coordinate and control their hand

muscles much earlier than their speech muscles. By introducing them

to simple signs, we can help babies to communicate their emotions and

needs from as young as eight months. This ability to communicate not only reduces

frustration of both babies and their parent/carers, but it also helps their language
development. Signing is growing in popularity and is the norm in American
nurseries. Some local nurseries are now training staff in British Sign
Language. Signs should be used in conjuction with speech to provide
babies with a multi-sensory environment. Using British Sign Language
means that your baby’s signs will be understood by other parents or carers
who sign, as well as by you.

Benefit s of Baby Signing:

C Reduces frustration, because babies can communicate their needs;

C Strengthens the bond between baby and parent;

C Leads to better communication between hearing and hearing-impaired children;

C Child may start to speak earlier than usual,

C Child develops a wider vocabulary

Conference Up date

In March | attended a conference in Stranmillis College entitled ‘Child
Care in Practice Early Years Development.’ The keynote speakers
were DR Cathy Nutbrown who is a specialist in the field of children’s
rights and Siobhan Fitzpatrick, Director of NIPPA - the Early Years
Organization. Dr Nutbrown gave us stories of childhood, an inspiring
speech about children’s experiences of living and learning in a
variety of contexts, and Siobhan gave an overview of childcare
policies and practice in Northern Ireland and elsewhere in Europe.
She spoke about the future vision for childcare including children’s
centres and extended schools and said that it was ‘...not about

preparing children for school but preparing schools for children.” She also quoted from

the Good Friday Agreement which states Its aspiration for ‘...a society where children

and young people will be respected and at the centre.” There were a number of very

interesting workshops covering the following topics:

Transitions Project

a group of Primary school teachers and their feeder

playgroups/ nursery schoools/day nurseries as part of a
pilot project to help young children settle in to the school
playground environment. The training centred on circle time
for a special person and use of the Box full of Feelings resource
pack both of which are designed to help children recognise
each others feelings, help them to make friends and to look
after each other once they transfer to primary school. Over 25%
of the school day is spent in the playground and this can be a traumatic and difficult
time for P1 pupils transferring to “big school”. The pilot will concentrate on a small
group of schools mostly in Sure Start areas who will introduce the training into their
curriculum and follow this up with training for playground supervisors and ideas for
structured play to make the playground a safer happier place. The training was
delivered by Dr Nanette Smith from University College Worcester who has carried out
research in this area. We will update you on progress of this exciting and unique
project through future newsletter editions.

Employers For Childcare Study visit to Wonder Years 24 hour nursery in Letterkenny

Employers For Childcare’s study visit to Wonder Years 24 hour Nursery in
Letterkenny took place on 12th October and was attended by 10 delegates including
the Partnership’s Co-ordinator.

Wonder Years is Ireland’s first 24 hour childcare centre and was set up to offer more
flexible childcare, in order to meet the demands of local people working shifts in
local hospitals and factories. It is a purpose built facility catering from babies up to
after schools provision. Itis set in the country side with lots of space for outside play
and many animals nearby for the children to visit.

The visit included a tour of the centre and a question and answer session with
owner Marcella McNamee. Whilst the centre was set up for 24 hour care, there has
not been as much demand for overnight care as first thought and this is not currently
offered except to one couple whose night shifts occasionally clash and so overnight
care for the children is required.

The visit to Wonder Years was both interesting and informative. There were some
areas to challenge our own thoughts about how care is organised such as the
extended hours childcare (up to 9 o’clock in the evening) which is popular and does
help local shift workers. The legislation in the Republic of Ireland is different to here
and while there may be an issue with the time

a child spends at a childcare facility, we need

to think about how we offer childcare to assist

working parents in an ever increasing 24 hour

workplace. In further accommodating shift

workers, Wonder Years also offer a flexible

care package where the parent phones the

centre by the Friday of the week before they

require care and tells the centre what care is

required that week. They are then just

charged for the days the child is in the nursery

and not charged for the full week.
