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On Monday 16th January 2006 PlayBoard launched
its newest project
POSITIVE PLAYGROUNDS

The project which aims to bring ‘PLAY’ back into the school playground will be delivered
across Northern Ireland over the next wo years.

Positive Playgrounds has been designed to encourage ‘a whole school approach’ in terms of
the playground. Teachers, PlayGround supervisors and children will be invited to take part in
an eight week programme using fun, practical sessions looking at co-operative, traditional
and parachute games. Children will be involved in the whole 8 week process - after all it is
their space!

Angela Stallard who will be co-ordinating the programme said “I hope to assist schools in
carrying out a PlayGround Needs Assessment which will lead to all schools taking part in this
pilot having an individual PlayGround Policy. The PlayGround Policy will spell out for schools
the roles and responsibilities of the adults in the playground. It will look at boundaries for
children, and it will address issues such as inclusion, litigation fears, restrictions on space,
wet playtimes, resources etc. It is all our responsibility to give our children safe and
stimulating play opportunities which are free and non-directed. | think schools are in a
powerful position to do this.” PlayBoard believe that one of the main determinants of
children’s physical and mental well being is access to outdoor and physical play
opportunities.

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Newtownabbey are the only Council in the NCP area to
have a play policy which they launched on 25 January in
Mossley Mill. Their Play Development Officer, Mel
Campbell, explained why it was necessary to have a
play policy that was based on consultation with children
by asking the delegates to complete a jugsaw on arrival.
The picture was identified as the Crazy Frog, a very
popular creature with children that adults find extremely
irritating. He was making the point that as adults we
think we know what children want but they may have
different ideas. The Mayor of Newtownabbey Council
welcomed the guests and Nigel Williams, the NI
Commissioner for Children and Young People who
launched the Policy ‘Care to Play’ said that he would be
lobbying for a statutory obligation for all Councils to have
a play policy. Jacqueline O’Loughlin from PlayBoard
showed a visual display of quality play experiences from
around the world and Brenda Horgan from the NSPCC
outlined the project ‘Leisure Watch’ which is designed to
ensure the safety of children in public places. Copies of
the policy can be obtained from Newtownabbey Council.
